To assist our AVC bound students in their transition to the college, AVC has created a process called “Priority Registration”, in which students will be walked through the college application process and given “priority” by being allowed to register for classes prior to “Open Enrollment” for the entire Antelope Valley.  To participate in “Priority Registration”, you will need to register for AVC online at www.AVC.edu, take the assessment tests - which can be taken at the college or at Knight High School (bring your AVC student identification number), and attend their orientation.  The AVC counselors will then help you select classes (right here at KHS!) after you have completed the above process.  A packet outlining each step in the process is available in the KHS College/Career Center.
