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College Entrance Tests
SAT and ACT scores should be included on your UC and CSU applications.  When taking the ACT, be sure to register for the ACT with Writing and when considering the SAT II Subject Tests, be sure to take the Math Level 2 version, not level 1. There are only a couple of test dates left, so if you haven’t taken the required test (or need to improve your score), go to the College/Career Center for registration and prep materials. Most 4-Year colleges and universities require the SAT I (Scholastic Aptitude Test) or the ACT (American College Testing Service) exam. Some schools (UCs included) also require the SAT II subject area tests in 2 subject areas. Check the requirements for the college of your choice and ‘gitter done’!
Note:  SAT/ACT tests are only required if you plan on going to a four-year college/university directly after high school.  They are not required if you are going to a community college or vocational school.

Waivers for Tests

If you are on the Free/Reduced Lunch Program, you are eligible for fee waivers for most college entrance tests/admissions fees.  
Prior to registering, bring the current year’s approval letter from Food Services to Mrs. Centonze in the Career Center to obtain your waiver.  Note: Waivers cannot be used for “late registrations”.
Fees for AP Tests will be reduced, not waived.  A $13 deposit will be required, regardless of fee reduction eligibility status.  AP Test reduced fee applications will be available in January.

Scholarships and grants are available from a variety of sources, including federal, state and local governments, national and local businesses, community service groups, foundations, colleges and universities. They are to be considered “Free Money”, as they do not have to be “paid back”.  
One of the fastest and easiest ways to look 
for scholarships is over the internet, where 
you’ll find a wide range of Web sites that provide free scholarship search services and application tips. You’ll also find many useful publications at your local bookstore, library, and at Knight High School’s          

     very own College/Career Center! 
When you apply for admission to an UC, you are also applying for scholarships. Some of these applications are automatic, basing their decisions on information in your application. Others, however, require you to submit additional documentation; if so, that fact is noted in the scholarship listing on the UC’s website.

Cal State Universities require separate applications for their scholarships.  You’ll want to check out the CSU’s individual website for their scholarship
 listings and application procedures.

Most every financial aid office will ask if you have submitted your FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) before assisting you in finding additional monies.  Be prepared to answer “YES!”  Make sure to ask your parents to have their income taxes filed early this year – you will need that information in order to file the FAFSA, which is due by March 2nd.  

And, FINALLY...

Be sure to listen to the school bulletin and watch for it’s posting around campus.  National and local scholarships are announced frequently and new ones are added all the time.  If you cannot hear the bulletin, ask your Senior Seminar and Civics/Econ teachers to post it.  Or, stop by the College/Career Center (next to the Attendance Office windows) and check out the “Scholarship Wall”.
